II.  THE FOLLOWING ITEMS OR CONDITIONS ARE REQUIRED WHEN APPLICABLE:

a. When workers or their equipment are working within or have the potential of working within the Right-of-Way, the contractor is required to obtain a Permit. 
b. All workers, on CMTA’s Railroad Right-of-Way, are required to complete CMTA’s Roadway Worker Protection and Certificate Safety training class prior to beginning any work on the project.  Call Herzog at 512-852-7227 for further information.
c. When workers or their equipment working within or have the potential of working within the foul zone (25’ from center of track), the contractor is required to have an Employee in Charge (EIC).  Contact Rail Operations at 512-852-7264.

d. The Contractor/Applicant is responsible for arranging and paying for an EIC.
e. For construction work, a copy of the Prime Contractors Insurance Certificate is required.

f. Applicants wishing to install a utility or a facility on property owned by CMTA must submit a copy of a document such as a License Agreement that allows Applicant to enter, construct, install, maintain or operate upon CMTA Right-of-Way.  If no such document exists, Applicant must enter into such an Agreement with CMTA prior to receiving a Permit.
