Reduced fares are available 
to those with a Capital 
Metro Reduced Fare ID 
Card (formerly the Dis-
ability Fare Card); students 
6-18 with a valid school ID; 
MetroAccess riders with a 
Capital Metro-issued ID; 
and active & reserve mili-
tary with valid ID.

No Charge

Children five and under 
with an accompanying adult 
and emergency and military 
personnel in uniform ride 
free. University of Texas and 
Austin Community College 
students, faculty and staff 
ride at no charge through 
separate paid agreements 
between Capital Metro 
and those educational 
institutions. City of Austin 
employees also ride at no 
charge through a similar 
agreement. Appropriate ID 
or pass required.

What does your fare buy? 

It buys you convenient, safe transportation to your destination, up to and includ-
ing the end destination for that route. Once the bus or train reaches the end of 
the line, you may be asked to exit the vehicle and catch the next route if needed. 
A single ride rail ticket entitles you to ride the train and a rail connector bus route 
within two hours. A single ride rail ticket is not valid on any other bus services.

Take care of your pass
The magnetic strip on the back of your pass contains 
important information. If it’s damaged, the farebox 
won’t be able to read it, and you’ll have to pay your fare 
with cash and get a replacement pass at the Capital 
Metro Transit Store in downtown Austin. 

To protect your pass  
against damage:

> Store it away from magnetics, such as 
metal closures on your purse or wallet.

> Keep it in a wallet, instead of loose  
in your pocket or purse, where keys  
can scratch it.

> Don’t allow the strip to touch the strip 
on another credit card in your wallet.

> Use a paper or Tyvek plastic sleeve  
to protect it.

> Keep in mind that once the pass has 
been initially validated (inserted into the 
farebox), the pass no longer requires in-
sertion, only swiping it through the card 
reader. This keeps the pass from getting 
lodged or stuck in the farefox. Likewise, 
once you have validated your pass using 
the rail validator machine at a MetroRail 
station, it does not need to be inserted 
into the machine again.
